ZEDU = The sum of equivalent dwelling units in the District’s water
system as calculated at the end of the prior year based on the
meter conversion method in the November 2003 report entitled
"Establishment of a New Water System Connection Fee Structure
for Crescenta Valley Water District".

2. Exception: For the installation of a new fire service line where no other construction is
proposed, the water system connection fee shall only include the CIP component as follows:

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Sacramento running out of time for
costly fixes on aging sewers

Beneath its surface, Sacramento is a decrepit city.

Hundreds of miles of concrete and clay pipe that carry sewage and stormwater to treatment
plants and eventually to the Sacramento River are old, some dating back to the early 1900s.

Replacing all that pipe will cost an estimated $2.4 billion. That's six new downtown sports
arenas, or two new Terminal B's at Sacramento International Airport.

It's a sum that will require raising residents' utility bills by a still-unknown amount - but city
officials say they can't keep putting off the job.

"I think we're all living on borrowed time," said Councilman Rob Fong, whose district
covering the central city and Land Park has miles of 100-year-old pipe beneath it.

As it stands, the city spends about $3.7 million a year replacing and upgrading the pipes. At
that rate, the whole system will be replaced every 650 years.

City officials want to get on a schedule of replacing the system every 100 years to comply
with federal recommendations. To do so, they will eventually need to dedicate $26 million
annually toward that effort.

Dave Brent, interim director of the city's Department of Utilities, is scheduled to appear
Tuesday before the City Council to begin discussion of how the city should pay for
accelerated replacement of the system. A precise financing model has not been developed; it
will involve an increase in the rates property owners pay for water and sewer service, Brent
said. The City Council has final say over those rates.

An increase in storm-drainage rates may also be discussed in the future, but those increases
must be approved by a vote of the people.

"The undeniable fact is that we are faced with an aging infrastructure," Brent said.

An increase in city utility rates could be a double whammy for residents who may see their
bills for sewage treatment rise in the next few years, as the regional sanitation district
complies with an order from state regulators to more thoroughly treat sewage before
releasing it into the Sacramento River. The city of Sacramento sends its sewage to the
regional treatment plant near Elk Grove.

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The sanitation district says it will cost more than $2 billion to comply with the mandate. It
has appealed to the State Water Resources Control Board.

Brent said the city, too, could find itself the target of state water regulators if it doesn't act.
The regional water board could order the city to halt new development until upgrades are
made. In addition, an old system leads to "a bigger potential for catastrophic failures," Brent
said.

Failures do happen now, although they mostly go unnoticed outside of the front lawns and
street corners where they occur.

Since the beginning of the year, raw sewage has leaked out of pipes in the city system about
100 times. Those incidents often occur when sewer lines are blocked or broken, or the
system is overwhelmed by storm runoff.

Most incidents involve only a few gallons of sewage. But stories of larger failures are
legendary.

In 2004, hundreds of fish in Southside Park's lake were killed when a severe thunderstorm
overwhelmed the combined sewer and storm drainage system, sending sewage into the
lake.

Years earlier, storms often led to manholes popping open, flooding central city streets with
sewage and runoff.

Sewer backups were more common until the 1990s, when the Central Valley Regional Water
Quality Control Board ordered the city to upgrade. A $132 million improvement project led to
new underground storage facilities, larger pipes and an upgraded pumping station on
Riverside Boulevard.

Now, attention is on the pipes.

One of the areas with the greatest need is the city core, where older neighborhoods such as
downtown, midtown, Land Park and Curtis Park are served by a combined pipe system
carrying sewage and stormwater. Sacramento is one of just two cities in the state with a
combined system. The other is San Francisco.

Of nearly 250 miles of pipe in that system, 27 percent is at least a century old. More than
two-thirds of the system was installed before World War 1I.

While much of the system is in adequate condition, officials said, the public health risk
associated with a failure is high, considering that catastrophes can lead to sewage pouring
into the streets.

On the city's north side, which includes North Sacramento and Del Paso Heights, sewage has
spilled 28 times this year, according to state data.

"We're almost at emergency mode,” said Councilwoman Sandy Sheedy, who represents
North Sacramento neighborhoods. "And all we're doing right now is putting a Band-Aid on
something that is going to be a larger problem if we don't start fixing the infrastructure
now."

Crescenta Valley weighs water bond

Rate hike would help upgrade infrastructure and wean district from
water imports, officials say.

Officials say the money is needed for capital
improvement projects, which include replacing Home EquityLine Second Mortgage

Board members directed district officials to

come back with various bond options. The maximum would be a $10-million, 30-year
bond. That would be on top of the $10-million bond the district issued in 2007, which is
scheduled to be paid through 2037.

Without a bond, the board is weighing a “pay-as-you-go” strategy, where they would
increase water rates twice next year. A typical residence using 22,000 gallons of water
over two months would see an 8.2% hike, raising their bi-monthly payments from
$119.36 to $129.20 beginning in January, according to the district.

A 2.1% increase would go into effect in July, pushing the average homeownet’s bi-
monthly payment to $132.

The water district has a tiered rate schedule in which residents who use more water pay
higher rates.

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Additional revenues are needed for several reasons, according to General Manager
Dennis Erdman. The Metropolitan Water District of Southern California, where the
Crescenta Valley Water District buys about 40% of its water, has raised its rates the past
several years and another increase is expected next year.

Customers have also been following requests to conserve water due to drought conditions
and allocation limits set by Metropolitan, so less water used has meant depressed
revenues, officials said.

Several residents who spoke at a public hearing on Monday said they were opposed to a
rate hike, contending they’ve already been subjected to one increase after another.

In January, the district raised the average rate by 8.4%, preceded by a 2% hike in January
2010. The largest jumps came in 2004 and 2005, when the rates shot up by 10% and
11.8%, respectively.

“Let’s give it a break this year,” resident Michael Chonos told board members at the
meeting.

He also pointed out that the Foothill Municipal Water District has also raised its rates
without approval from the Crescenta Valley Water District, and the additional cost is
automatically tagged onto residents’ water bills.

The Foothill district purchases water directly from the Metropolitan and passes the water
— and often the rising costs — on to the Crescenta Valley district.

But not all residents were opposed to the rate hikes.

“[If the district doesn’t replace pipes], it will be left with a system that is aging and about
to fail,” Danny Kim said. “That is not a prudent way to run a water system.”

Board member Judy Tejeda said she prefers raising water rates over issuing a bond
because she doesn’t want the district to pay the interest, which is passed on to customers
through their rates over the course of the bond.

She said dipping further into the district’s reserve fund is a better idea. During the 2009-
10 fiscal year, the district withdrew $320,000 from its reserve fund, spokeswoman
Christy Scott said.

But board President Kathy Ross said reserve funds should only be used for emergencies,
such as natural disasters.

Water district officials are scheduled to bring bond options back to the board on Nov. 15.

South Pasadena dumping
violations pt.

The city of South Pasadena is
facing up to $2.8 million in fines
for 26 separate raw sewage spills
over the past four years that
contaminated waterways and
closed county beaches, according
to state and federal regulatory
agencies.

Since 2007, South Pasadena has
reported dozens of breaches to its
75-year-old sewer pipes,
amounting to 121,040 gallons of

untreated wastewater being
released into local waterways. Of
that total, about 85,575 gallons
reached the surface waters of the
Arroyo Seco and Los Angeles
River. On several occasions,
wastewater containing solids,
pathogens, grease, oil and toxics
flowed downstream into the
ocean in Long Beach, according to
a detailed report from the Los
Angeles Regional Water Quality
Control Board.

Two overflows resulted in the
closure of Alamitos Beach and
Junipero Beach, each for three
days, according to the state
agency's report.

"l was surprised to find there had
been so many spills," said William
J. Kelly, a member of the city's
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Natural Resources &
Environmental Commission. "It
appears to be a bigger problem
than most people realize."

The Regional Control Board didn't
express a lot of confidence in
South Pasadena's ability to keep
up 54 miles of sewer pipes, 36
miles of which are

more than 75 years old. In its
report, it said the city lacked "any
significant operation and
maintenance program."

The regional state agency turned
the matter over to the state
Attorney General's Office, which is
investigating possible violations

of the Clean Water Act that carry
fines of $25 per gallon of spillage
and up to $25,000 per day per
violation.

In addition, the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency
reported South Pasadena failed to
report every sewage spill to the
state and may have
misrepresented the reasons for
some spills.

"Based on the spill data provided

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to EPA by the city ... it appears that
the city may have failed to report
several spills ... that should have
been reported in accordance with
the Statewide WDR (waste
discharge release) Monitoring and
Reporting Requirements," the EPA
noted on page 34 of its report.

Two spills occurring on Jan. 17,
2010, one at 748 Bonita Ave. and
one at 1801 Meridian Ave., were
included in a table given to the
EPA but apparently were not
reported to the state spills
database. The EPA report says
South Pasadena was required to
report all spills to the state
database beginning in January
2007.

Also, the city did not report a spill
to the state database from Jan. 25,
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2009 at Oxley and Fairview
streets. The field report said the
spill came from a manhole and

not from a private line, known as

a lateral pipe. The EPA said the
spill was caused by a blockage in
the city's main sewer line, the EPA
reported.

The EPA recommended the city
report all spills, whether from
lateral lines or elsewhere.

The reports state two major
reasons for sewage overflows:
grease and tree roots. Repeated
sewage spills occurred at Fair
Oaks Avenue at State Street
(October 2007, March 2009) and
Arroyo Verde at Sycamore
(October 2009), according to
reports.

"There are three culprits: We have
some old pipes, there are tree
roots invading them and too

much fat, oils and grease," said
Sergio Gonzalez, assistant city
manager. "It is a sign that we have
an aging infrastructure."

Gonzalez said South Pasadena is
negotiating with the Attorney
General's Office and is nearing an

agreement that will reduce the
fines considerably and mandate
the city begin a comprehensive
sewage pipe repair program.

The City Council is scheduled to
continue discussing the tentative
agreement in closed session
during tonight's City Council
meeting. The item is listed as
"anticipated litigation" on the
separate closed-session agenda.

Gonzalez said South Pasadena
should be ready to announce the
agreement to the public at the
Nov. 16 City Council meeting, but
not before then.

Kelly said the Natural Resources &
Environmental Commission was
handed a proposal by the city's
finance director that would
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impose a rate hike in sewage fees
paid by South Pasadenans by 12
percent in 2012, 10 percent in
2013, 10 percent in 2014 and 9
percent in 2015 and in 2016.

The proposal was set to go before
the City Council early next year.
